SIMILE

	A comparison using “like” or “as”
EX:  She was as swift as a fox.

	
METAPHOR

	A comparison NOT using “like” or “as”
EX:  Her stone face showed no signs of mercy.

	
PERSONIFICATION

	Giving something not human the qualities of a human.  EX:  Her innocent eyes pleaded with me.

	
HYPERBOLE

	An extreme exaggeration
EX:  She had a mound of guilt on her shoulder when she missed the goal.

	
CONNOTATION

	The feeling of a word 

EX:  inform (pos.)  /  dictate (neg.)

	
ROOT WORD

	The main part of the word—gives the word its meaning
EX:  loc, port, aud

	
PREFIX

	Word part attached to the beginning

EX:  (in-, un- = not; re-  = again)

	
SUFFIX

	Word part attached to the end

EX:  (-full = full of; -able  = able to)

	
SYNONYM

	Words that mean the same
(dictate, tell)

	
ANTONYM

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Words that mean the opposite 
(dictate, ask)
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
